We are a s o c i e t y of Native American W a r r i o r s . We b e l i e v e t h a t 
the duty of a r e v o l u t i o n a r y i s t make r e v o l u t i o n . I n t h i s way 
we send our love and r e s p e c t to those of you who have dcided thac 
U o S . i m p e r i a l i s t must be stopped and freedom must be g a I n e d . 
Because of the press of t h i s duty and because of our immediate 
need to p r o t e c t our people we w i l l not be able to t a l k to you i n 
person. We hope t h a t one day we can, as we f e e l the need f o r a l l 
the r e v o l u t i o n a r y f o r c e s to band together before the f i n a l , 
i n e v i t a b l e v i c t o r y . 

The l i b e r a t i o n of the /hole of Vietnam was to us a g r e a t v i c t o r y 
f o r the Native American l i b e r a t i o n f o r c e s as w e l l a our Vietnamese 
s i s t e r s and b r o t h e r s . Our h e a r t s sang f o r them and' our co rage 
and determination was strengthened by the Vietnamese hard won 
freedom. We learned from t h i s y i c t o j ^ t h a t the u.s.a. can and 
w i n be defeated. The g r e a t white fatter of our nightmares 
has been m o r t a l l y wounded and i s now s k u l k i n g i n h i s l a i r 
w a i t i n g the f i n a l blows tha t are now poised above h i s head. I t 
may be at i t s most dangerous point r i g h t now, attempting to crush 
the h u r t w i t h i n i t s b e l l y but now i s the time f o r the long s e r i e s 
of death d e a l i n g blov/s to begin. T h i s i s one of the reasons f o r 
our d e c i s i o n to a c t now. We r e a l i z e f u l l w e l l t h a t t h i s decision,^-1 

t h i s step i s f i n a l and i r r e v o c a b l e . I t has been made. Once made, 
we have begun to f e e l p e a ceful and at home w i t h o u r s e l v e s . Our 
o b j e c t i v e s are c l e a r now. Our d e l i b e r a t i o n s concrete, not a b s t r a c t . 
Our major concern i s f o r tine next v i c t o r y and how to f o l l o w i t w i t h 
another. Nothing i s more precious to us than independence and 
freedom and to have at long l a s t begun our march toward i t i s 
rewarding i n i t s e l f . We urge t h i s decision-on everyone of our a l l i e s . 
Our d e c i s i o n i s a l s o a r a c t i n to the tremendous m i l i t a r y oppression 
that e x i s t s on our homeland. Our people a r e being murdered i n c o l d 
^lood, raped and degraded i n t h e i r own homes. J u s t as i n other 
lands, we are being viewed as l e s s than human and f a i r game f o r any 
s i c k agent of the u.s. government. So our d e c i s i o n i s p a r t i a l l y 
made by the enPmy i t s e l f . What other course i s l e f t to us? To do 
l e s s t h a t f i g h t to the v e r y death would prove the enemies view of u s . 

Our homeland i s under a t t a c k , our comardes are dying i n the f i e l d . 
We are t a k i n g to the f i e l d to never stop. J o i n with us, my comrades. 
Bend every e f f o r t to l i b e r a t e our home a r e a s . Give us support 
morally and l o g i - t i c a l l y . Together we can stop themmonster nnd 
by d e a l i n g these blows from w i t h i n we can a i d and maybe save 
people around our Moti er E a r t h ,
